VISD Career and Technical Educa-
tion (CTE) teachers are accustomed to
sharing the uniqueness of their courses
and programs of study. CTE teachers not
only want to assist students in discovering
their interests and talents, but they want to
guide students into a program of study at
high school that will continue upon gradua-
tion into college and/or career. Many CTE
courses culminate in industry-standard
certifications, such as the TDLR Electri-
cian Apprentice License, CompTia Net+
and A+, I-Car, NCCER Core, NCCER
Welding, TDLR Licensed Cosmetologist,
and ServSafe. CTE courses also embed

learning objectives of the core subjects of
math, reading, social studies, and science.
The design of a CTE lab and the delivery
of curriculum vastly differ than a lecture
class. In CTE students work in teams,
design prototypes, research innovative
methods, discuss emerging technologies,
compete in leadership competitions, visit
and tour industry sites, learn from guest
speakers, engage in problem solving, and
culminate in a finished product within the
project-based learning environment. The
world of a CTE student is balanced by real-
world relevancy in the class as students
engage in simulated issues and dilemmas
of the world of work.
